Returning From Medical Leave

Returning from medical leave can bring a variety of emotions. The Office of Student Support & Accountability and the Spartan Community
are here to help in the transition back to MSU.

Students who are required to demonstrate readiness to return (as indicated in the initial leave decision and by the presence of a hold)
will use this process to request to return to MSU.

As a student begins to
consider their return to MSU,
they should connect with
their treatment provider to
review their progress made
in managing the health
condition and its impact.

Once student receives the
completed Readiness to
Return Assessment, they must
upload the document into
the OSSA Request form.
This officially initiates the
request to return.

Student can then
collaborate with
provider to submit
the Readiness to
Return Assessment.

0SSA confirms receipt
of request within 10 business
days and shares the decision
with the student and college
contact. Requests are reviewed
on a rolling basis prior to
the return deadlines.

The deadlines to apply to return are:

April 1 June1 Aug. 1 Dec. 1

summer term. AND have interest in term who do NOT have spring term.
on-campus housing. interest in on-campus
housing.

Students who submit materials or recieve a decision requiring them to demonstrate readiness after these
dates will be required to wait to enroll until the following semester. A student may submit a request to return
from medical leave for an earlier review than the deadline that corresponds with their desired re-enroliment term.
